II. Reference to articles in journals
Author of the article. (Year). Title of the article: Subtitle. Title of the journal, volume, (number), page number.

Example: Ibrahim, Anwar. (2006). Universal Values and Muslim Democracy. Journal of Democracy, vol. 17, (no. 3), pp. 5-12.

Reference to anthology contribution
Author of the contribution. (Year). The title of the contribution: Subtitle. In: Editor of the anthology: Title of the anthology (if possible: edition, page numbers). Place of publication: Publisher.
