	The synopsis exam:

The exam will also comprise a broader discussion within the area of the petitum, as the examiner is obliged to examine within the whole area of the petitum. The grading will only be based on the oral performance, as the written introduction/presentation is not part of the grading.
It is allowed to bring a short framework (max. 100 words) in the form of headwords as well as the synopsis to the exam. It is not allowed to have write notes in the synopsis.
